Your name declares under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of Washington that the following is true and correct to the best of his/her knowledge:


1.  Decedent.  Decedent died testate on January 1, 2003, was then a resident of King County, Washington, and left property in this state subject to probate.

2.  Lost Will.  On December 31, 1999, Decedent signed a Will while competent, and its subscribing witnesses are       and      .  Their Affidavit is subscribed or attached to the Will and provides the "proof of the execution and validity of the Will” as required under RCW 11.20.070.

C.  Admit Decedent's Will to probate.


D.  Appoint me as Decedent's Personal Representative, to serve without Bond and with Nonintervention Powers.


E.  Order that the Order of this Court in response to this Petition be promptly recorded as Wills are required to be recorded, and that Letters Testamentary be promptly issued to me upon the filing of my sworn Oath of Personal Representative.
